God Sends Plagues on Egypt – Monday 

➢ Say the memory verse to mom, dad, or older sibling. 

 

Read: Exodus 7:14-25 

The LORD told Moses that Pharaoh would not let the people go 

until the glory of God had been displayed through 10 plagues. 

God would show His divine power and deliver the Israelites and 

bring judgment on the Egyptians at the same time.  

 

Pray 

Dear LORD God, LORD of 

heaven and earth, I praise 

You for Your great power. 

 

 

 

Application 

God was going to send plagues 

on Egypt because they would 

not let His people go. He wanted to show His power to the 

Israelites, the Egyptians, and to the world.

God Sends Plagues on Egypt – Tuesday 

➢ Say the memory verse to mom, dad, or older sibling. 

 

Read: Exodus 8:1-15 

Plague number 2 is sent by God.

Dear LORD God, You are God 

alone, and deserve to have all 

my worship and all my praise. 

No game or person is more 

important to me than You are. 

Help me to keep You first in my 

life now and always. 

 

Application 

Egypt worshipped all kinds of things, the Nile River, frogs, 

even the Pharaoh! God was showing the Egyptians He is God, 

and there is no other. 

People today worship idols, too. An idol is anything we make or 

love more than God.

God sends plagues 3 and 4.

Dear LORD God, You show 

Your mercy and Your 

judgment by Your actions. 

Teach me to love Your 

commands. Keep me from 

being hard-hearted 

towards what You have 

said in Your Word.  

 

Application 

God allowed the magicians of Egypt to copy the first few 

plagues, but they could not undo God’s plagues. 

God let the magicians do this at first so that Pharaoh would 

not change his mind and let Israel go.  

God was going to judge the Egyptians, and Pharaoh was going 

to be used by God to make that happen. 

Being hard-hearted and stubborn about what God says leads to 

trouble. What should our attitude be toward God’s

God Sends Plagues on Egypt – Friday 

➢ Say the memory verse to mom, dad, or older sibling. 

 

Read: Exodus 9:13-33 

God sends plagues 7 and 8.  

Pray 

Dear LORD God, Your 

words are true and Your 

judgments are just. Teach 

me to fear You and keep 

Your commandments. 

Grant me repentance of 

sin whenever and 

wherever You reveal it 

through Your Word.  

Application 

Repentance shows that a person believes God and what He has 

said. To repent is to agree with God about sin, and then to turn 

from it.  

If I take a piece of candy that does not belong to me, and I 

see that God commands, “You shall not steal” then I have a 

decision to make. When I agree that God says it is wrong, I 

must not do it. When I start sharing instead of stealing candy, 

I have repented (Ephesians 4:28).  

Is being sorry or feeling bad about doing wrong the same thing 

as repentance? If not, why not? (Discuss this with a parent.)
